TOKYO—Media representatives from across the Asia-Pacific will become acquainted with
modern technologies, innovations, and best practices in Japan to improve productivity in
agriculture. The mission organized by the APO is titled the Multicountry Observational Study
Mission on Best Practices in Promoting Innovation and Productivity in Agriculture for Mass
Media Practitioners and scheduled 914 September.

Experts from the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries; Tokyo University of
Agriculture and Technology; Kyoto University; Japan Agricultural and Journalists” Association;
and Kobe Beef Marketing & Distribution Promotion Association will introduce various models
of advanced farming technologies and innovations to raise farm productivity and the quality of
agricultural products. Site visits during this mission will demonstrate the interplay between
agricultural technology and innovations.

In some
countries, the mass media have been involved in this endeavor through government sponsorships
and private undertakings.

This project will encourage partnerships among media practitioners and the APO, NPOs, and
other relevant national organizations in the promotion of innovative ideas and techniques for
improving productivity, particularly in agriculture.
