Risk Factors Associated with Investments in REITs and InvITS:

Interest-Rate Risk: REITS/Invlts carry interest-rate risk, as investors may compare the
yield on the REITs /InvIT to prevailing interest rates and the price of the REITs /InvIT may
move in line with changing interest rates. Though it should be remembered that REITs
/InvIT are not debt instruments and their price/value depends to a large extent on the
underlying assets. Generally, when interest rates rise, prices of existing securities fall
and when interest rates drop, such prices increase.

Risk of lower than expected distributions: The distributions by the REITs /InvIT will be
based on the net cash flows available for distribution. The amount of cash available for
distribution principally depends upon the amount of cash that the REITs /InvIT receives
as dividends or the interest and principal payments from portfolio assets. The cash
flows generated by portfolio assets from operations may fluctuate based on, among
other things:

e success and economic viability of underlying projects - for e.g. real estate in the
case of REITs and power projects in case of an INVIT whose undelying project is
generation of power

e economic cycles and risks inherent in the business which may negatively impact
valuations, returns and profitability of portfolio assets

e debt service requirements and other liabilities of the portfolio assets and
fluctuations in the working capital needs

¢ ability of portfolio assets to borrow funds and access capital markets

e amount and timing of capital expenditures on portfolio assets

Liquidity Risk: This refers to the ease with which REITs /InvIT units can be sold. There

is no assurance that an active secondary market will develop or be maintained. hence

there would be time when trading in the units could be infrequent. The subsequent

valuation of illiquid units may reflect a discount from the market price of comparable

securities for which a liquid market exists.

Price-Risk: The valuation of the RelTs/InvITs units may fluctuate based on economic

conditions, fluctuations in markets (eg. real estate) in which the RelTs/InvITs operates.

As an indirect shareholder of portfolio assets, unit holders rights are subordinated to

the rights of creditors, debt holders and other parties specified under Indian law in the

event of insolvency or liquidation of any of the portfolio assets.

The above are some of the common risks associated with investments in RelTs/InvITs.

There can be no assurance that a Scheme's investment objectives will be achieved, or

that there will be no loss of capital.

ii. notmore than 5% of its NAV in the units of REIT and InvIT issued by a single
issuer.

The limits mentioned in sub- clauses (i) and (ii) above will not be applicable for
investments in case of index fund or sector or industry specific scheme pertaining to
REIT and InvIT.

Purpose: Sundaram Focused Fund is an open-ended equity fund, focusing on 30 stock
across multi cap stocks. By replacing the word multi cap to across market
capitalization, the fund can be true to its mandate of investing across all types of market
capitalization.

The change is only in the name and type of the fund. All other details would remain
the same.

Since the proposed change is equivalent to change in the fundamental attributes of
the Sundaram Focused Fund as per Regulation 18(15A) of the SEBI (Mutual Funds)
Regulations, 1996, unitholders of the Scheme who are not in agreement with the
proposed change are given an option to exit i.e. redeem their units or switch to other
Schemes of Sundaram Mutual Fund available for subscription without payment of exit
load between 31/05/2022 and 29/06/2022 (both days inclusive). Investors wishing to
exit can submit redemption requests at any of the Official Point of Acceptance of
Sundzéram Mutual Fund and also through online on any business day during the exit
period.

However, for investments made during the exit window period, there will be no waiver
of exit load. The NAV applicable, should you choose to exercise the Exit Option would
be based on the date/time of receipt of your application for exit during business hours
on a business day. The Exit Option can be exercised from 31/05/2022 and 29/06/2022
(both days inclusive), by submitting the normal redemption request at the nearest
Sundaram Mutual Investor Service Centre /RTA Branches or through various electronic
modes such as Sundaram Mutual Fund website (www.sundarammutual.com) and other
digital platforms; like Stock Exchanges, MFU, fintech portal, etc. For units held in
dematerialized mode, the redemption request will have to be submitted to the
respective Depository Participant. The Investors are requested to note that consent can
also be sent to etrxn@sundarammutual.com. Further, the investors shall avail the
services by written request in the email and send the same to the designated email ID
of Sundaram Mutual Fund for processing. These documents shall only be accepted if
they are in TIFF/PDF/JPG format and the size not exceeding 2MB. For transactions
request through email, please refer addendum dated 24/04/2021 for more information.

The redemption requests received will be processed at NAV as on the date of receipt
of request subject to applicable cut-off time. The redemption proceeds will be mailed
/credited within 10 business days of receipt of valid redemption request. Unitholders
may note that the offer to exit is merely an option and not compulsory. However, the
exit option will not be available to those unitholders who have pledged their units and
on which the Mutual Fund has marked a lien unless the release of pledge is obtained
and communicated to the Mutual Fund / Registrar before applying for redemption.

Unitholders of the Scheme who have not opted to exit or switch-out on or before
29/06/2022 (applicable cut-off time.) shall be deemed to have consented to the
proposed change.

The updated Scheme Information Document shall be made available with our Investor
Service Centres (ISCs) and also displayed on the website www.sundarammutual.com
after the completion of duration of exit option.

All other terms and conditions of the Scheme Information Document / Key Information
Memorandum / Statement of Additional Information will remain unchanged.
